Governor Perry or Texas Legislator,

Many across this great country watched with anticipation for what would become of Arizona’s historic attempt to finally deal with the crisis that plagues not only that state, but our entire 2,000 mile border with Mexico.  Then on April 23, 2010 Governor Jan Brewer took the bold step to say “no more” by signing into law Senate Bill 1070.
